Can anyone apply for a card? 
Yes! There are no restrictions on membership, 
although there are some initiatives that are 
for residents of Wales only. 

How do I apply for a PURE LEISURE card? 
Simply call into your local leisure centre for 
an application form, or download one from 
the Council website, and take it in to the 
reception along with the required fee, to 
register your details. If you already have a 
PURE card then all you need to do is have 
your current card activated and pay 
the required fee. 

Will I need a photograph? 
No, your picture will be captured when you 
return your form and membership fee. 

How much will the card cost? 
A fee will be charged for replacement cards 
depending on membership type. 

How long is the card valid for? 
12 months from the date of inception. 

What if I lose my card? 
You must report the loss in person to any 
Council leisure facility and a new card will be 
issued at a cost of £1. 

How do I renew my card? 
Your membership will need to be renewed 
after 12 months simply by paying the fee. 
You will need to inform us should your 
circumstances have changed. 

Why not pay less? 
With a membership to PURE LEISURE you 
are guaranteed savings against the standard 
pricing menu. 

Why not get in there first? 
As a PURE LEISURE member you will be 
entitled to priority booking of facilities 
ensuring that you will be able to book your 
activity up to a week in advance, giving you 
a definite advantage over non-members.

Disabled person’s carer (DASH Scheme)* 
Applicant must be specified on DASH 
member’s application. 

Income support 
Job Seekers Allowance (income based) 
Recent bank statement showing payment, or 
letter from Department for Work and Pensions 
dated within the last 3 months. 

Senior Citizen 
Driving licence, NHS Medical Card, birth 
certificate or passport. 

Full time student 
Letter from School, College or University 
confirming full time status. Must be dated 
within the last 12 months. 

Blue Badge holder 
Registered disabled, deaf or blind 
Official letter from Social Services confirming 
status dated within the last 12 months. 

Junior (5–16’s) 
Completed application form signed by parent 
or guardian. 

Housing benefit/Council Tax benefit 
We require an official letter confirming the 
benefit dated within the last 3 months. 
Alternatively a confirmation of benefit form 
can be completed during application (for 
WCBC residents). 

Tax Credits 
Letter from Inland Revenue (HMRC) confirming 
benefit dated in last 12 months. 

*DASH Scheme is only available to people 
in receipt of Disability Living Allowance, 
Attendance Allowance and Work Tax Credit 
Disability Element 

Your membership card is valid for use by the 
individual assigned to the card only and must 
be produced each time you visit the facility. 

This card is not transferable. 

Use of the facilities is during normal 
opening hours. 

Members must comply with the rules and 
regulations appertaining to the facility 
being used. 

In the event of the card being lost/stolen 
please notify your local leisure centre 
immediately. 

You must inform us should your details/ 
circumstances change, this will enable us 
to keep our information up to date. 

The County Borough Council reserves the 
right to close any facility for any reason such 
as repair and maintenance, or certain Bank 
Holidays, or special events without 
reimbursement. 

Use of the card at individual centres will be 
subject to availability of facilities.
