ADMISSIONS POLICY

The school complies with the Education Act 2005 which gives priority to the admission of Looked After Children.

In the event of admissions applications exceeding our standard number of 130, the governors have agreed that the following criteria should be applied in the order of priority shown:- 
1. Attendance at the feeder primary schools in the Maelor:  Bangor, Borderbrook, Bronington, Eyton, Hanmer, Isycoed, Madras,  Marchwiel and Overton.

2. Siblings* of pupils already attending the school.

3. Proximity. [measured by the shortest distance between two points].

*Brothers and sisters whether full, half, step or foster will be considered relevant where living together and where an older child will be still registered at the school when the younger one would be eligible to attend.
