The effect of the Order if confirmed as made will divert Public Footpath No. 2 in the community of Abenbury in the County Borough of Wrexham from the highway verge on Cefn Road at grid reference 33526 35087 in a generally east-northeasterly direction for a distance of approximately 303 metres to the junction of Public Footpath No. 1 and Public Footpath No. 3 at grid reference 33554 35098 of undetermined width as shown by a bold black line between points A-B-C on the order map;
to a public footpath, that is a path over which the public has a right of way on foot only, 1.8 metres in width, from the highway verge on Cefn Road at grid reference 33526 35089 in a generally north-northwesterly direction for a distance of approximately 34 metres to a point at grid reference 33525 35092, then in a generally easterly direction for a distance of approximately 127 metres to a point at grid reference 33538 35092, then in a generally northerly direction for a distance of approximately 87 metres to Public Footpath No. 1 at grid reference 33539 35101, a total length of 248 metres, a shown by a bold broken black line between points D-E-B-F on the order map.
